Ice Show Information 
 
Ø All skaters must arrive by 1:00pm and remain in dressing rooms to prepare for the 

show.  The show will start at 2:00pm. 
 
Ø Only skaters and coaches may enter the Ice Palace area (skating pit and 

dressing rooms).  Parents of junior skaters:  after helping your child with tying their 
skates, please leave him/her with the Ice Palace coaches.   

 
Ø Wear your competition dress/outfit for the group number.  Wear your competition 

dress/outfit and Ice Palace jacket for the finale number (girls wear beige tights).  
Skaters who do not have an Ice Palace jacket should wear something similar.  
Appearance (hair, make-up, etc) should be similar to competition!  

 
Ø All skaters will be wearing a “santa hat” in the Finale.  Please bring a santa hat if you 

have one; the Ice Palace will provide a hat if you do not have one.  
 
Ø We will be collecting items for Edmonton’s Food Bank to help those facing 

food insecurity.  Please bring a non-perishable food donation on the day of the 
show.  There will be a contest to see which group (Jr, Int or Sr) brings the most 
items.  Present your donation to your group leader before dropping in the Food Bank 
box (Jr – Christina, Int – Jessica, Sr – Antoinette).
